· Random drug screening is required

· Must have 90 days clean of drugs and alcohol

· Applicants must be interested in food service as a career

· Must schedule appointments outside of class time

· Must have one letter of recommendation from someone who knows your work history

· Volunteer with Inter-Faith Food Shuttle for 2 full days (8:00am-4:00pm)

· Must be honest about anything in regard to your background that may have affected your employment history

· Proper kitchen attire: (You provide)

· Long pants

· Long sleeved shirts

· Closed toe shoes

· No jewelry/nail polish/long nails

· Items that must be worn in the kitchen (provided by IFFS- CJTP)

· Hair restraints or hat

· Apron

· Gloves

· CJTP will provide:

· All class materials

· Basic culinary skills training

· ServSafe® training

· Life skills training
· Case management

· Employment skills training

· Employment assistance
· Follow up services for at least 1 year after completion of program
